O God, the Maker and Redeemer of all believers: Grant 
to the faithful departed the unsearchable benefits of the 
passion of your Son; that on the day of his appearing 
they may be manifested as your children; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the 
Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever.

A READING FROM WISDOM 3:1-9 

But the souls of the righteous are in the hand of God, 
and no torment will ever touch them. In the eyes of the 
foolish they seemed to have died, and their departure 
was thought to be a disaster, and their going from us to 
be their destruction; but they are at peace. For though in 
the sight of others they were punished, their hope is full 
of immortality. Having been disciplined a little, they will 
receive great good, because God tested them and found 
them worthy of himself; like gold in the furnace he tried 
them, and like a sacrificial burnt-offering he accepted 

them. In the time of their visitation they will shine forth, 
and will run like sparks through the stubble. They will 
govern nations and rule over peoples, and the Lord will 
reign over them for ever. Those who trust in him will 
understand truth, and the faithful will abide with him in 
love, because grace and mercy are upon his holy ones, 
and he watches over his elect.

For this we declare to you by the word of 
the Lord, that we who are alive, who are left until 
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the coming of the Lord, will by no means precede 
those who have died. For the Lord himself, with a cry 
of command, with the archangel’s call and with the 
sound of God’s trumpet, will descend from heaven, 
and the dead in Christ will rise first. Then we who are 
alive, who are left, will be caught up in the clouds 
together with them to meet the Lord in the air; and 
so we will be with the Lord for ever. Therefore 
encourage one another with these words.

TO JOHN 5:24-27 

People:     Glory to you, Lord Christ.  

Very truly, I tell you, anyone who hears my word and 
believes him who sent me has eternal life, and does not 
come under judgement, but has passed from death to 
life. Very truly, I tell you, the hour is coming, and is now 
here, when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of 
God, and those who hear will live. For just as the Father 
has life in himself, so he has granted the Son also to have 
life in himself; and he has given him authority to execute 
judgement, because he is the Son of Man.

THE HOMILY  THE REV. CANON BRUCE JACKSON 

ALL SOULS DAY PRAYERS OF THE PEOPLE (TO BE LED BY LAY READER) 

In peace, let us pray to the Lord. 

Almighty God, who has knit together your elect in one 
communion and fellowship, in the mystical body of 
your Son Christ our Lord: Grant, we ask, to your whole 
Church, in paradise and on earth, your light and your 
peace.  Amen. 

Grant that all who have been baptized into Christ’s death 
and resurrection may die and rise to newness of life, and 
that, through the grave and gate of death, we may pass 
with him to our joyful resurrection.  Amen. 

Grant to us who are still in our pilgrimage, and who walk 
as yet by faith, that your Holy Spirit may lead us in 
holiness and righteousness all our days.  Amen. 

Grant to your faithful people pardon and peace, that we 
may be cleansed from all our sins, and serve you with a 
quiet mind.  Amen. 

Grant us, with all who have died in the hope of the 
resurrection, to have our consummation and bliss in 
your eternal and everlasting glory, and, with all your 
saints, to receive the crown of life which you promise 
to all who share in the victory of your Son Jesus Christ; 
who lives and reigns with you and the Holy Spirit, one 
God, for ever and ever. Amen. 

Celebrant:   We will now read the names of the 
blessed saints of heaven who we have known and 
loved in our lives.  

The Celebrant concludes with a suitable Collect 

CONFESSION OF NEED 

Instead of the Confession of Sin, the following confession of 
need may be used. The minister introduces the prayer with 
these or similar words: 

Let us confess our need for God’s healing grace. 

Silence 

Minister and People: 

Compassionate God, We confess our weaknesses and 
our need for your strengthening touch. 

We turn to you, source of life, and ask in the name of 
our Savior Jesus Christ for the gifts of true healing and 
life in you. Amen. 

Celebrant: 

May the God of love visit you in your times of trial and 
weakness, and raise you to newness of life, through 
Jesus Christ, in the power of the Holy Spirit. Amen. 

The minister may introduce the laying on of hands and 
anointing with these or similar words. 

The ministry of Jesus invites us to new life in God and 
with each other. In the laying on of hands and anointing 
we proclaim the Good News that God desires us to be 
healthy and one in the body of Christ.  

You are invited to offer yourself, whatever your sickness 
of spirit, mind, or body, and ask for healing and whole-
ness in the Name of the holy and undivided Trinity. 

The minister then lays hands upon the person and 
anoints the person. Laypersons with a gift of healing 
may join the celebrant in extending hands in prayer at a 
second station. After all have been blessed, the following 
prayer is said: 



Celebrant:  As you are outwardly anointed with this holy 
oil, so may our loving God give you the inward anointing 
of the Holy Spirit. Of God’s bounty, may your suffering 

be relieved, and your spirit, mind, and body restored to 
grace and peace. May all of us in the frailty of our flesh 
know God’s healing and resurrecting power. Amen. 

God of all mercy: help us who minister with the sick and 
dying to remember that though we may appear healthy, 
we, too, suffer from the universal human condition in a 
fallen world. Flesh withers, and we must all die to the 
life we know. Therefore, O God our help, teach us to be 
aware of our own infirmities, the better to make others 
understand they are not alone in their illness. Restore 
us all in the love of the holy and undivided Trinity which 
is our true health and salvation. Amen. 

THE PEACE       All standing, as able. 

Celebrant:   The peace of the Lord be always with you. 
People:        And also with you.  

Maintaining proper social distance, the Ministers and  
People may greet one another in the name of the Lord. 

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING        Eucharistic Prayer A 

Celebrant:  The Lord be with you. 
People: And also with you. 
Celebrant:  Lift up your hearts. 
People: We lift them to the Lord. 
Celebrant: Let us give thanks to the Lord our God. 
People: It is right to give him thanks and praise. 

The Celebrant proceeds: 

It is right and a good and joyful thing, always and 
everywhere to give thanks to you, Father Almighty, 
Creator of heaven and earth. 

Therefore, we praise you, joining our voices with Angels 
and Archangels and with all the company of heaven,  
who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of  
your Name:

Then the Celebrant continues:                  BCP 362 

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you 
made us for yourself; and, when we had fallen into sin 
and become subject to evil and death, you, in your 
mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to 
share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, 
to reconcile us to you, the God and Father of all.  

He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered 
himself in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice 
for the whole world. 

On the night he was handed over to suffering and 
death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 

had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his 
disciples, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which 
is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me.” 

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he 
had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, “Drink 
this, all of you:  This is my Blood of the new Covenant, 
which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness 
of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the 
remembrance of me.”   

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 

Celebrant and People: 

Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again. 

The Celebrant continues: 

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption,  
O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. 
Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we 
offer you these gifts. 

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people 
the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy food and 
drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also 
that we may faithfully receive this holy Sacrament, and 
serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the 
last day bring us with all your saints into the joy of your 
eternal kingdom. 

All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ. By him, 
and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit 
all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and 
for ever.  Amen.

The People come forward single file, one at a time at each 
communion station to receive the bread and intinct the wine 
at the nearest chalice station. In place of the usual post-
communion prayer, the following prayer is said: 

Let us pray.  

Celebrant and People: 

Gracious Father, we give you praise and thanks for this 
Holy Communion of the Body and Blood of your beloved 
Son Jesus Christ, the pledge of our redemption; and we 
pray that it may bring us forgiveness of our sins, strength 
in our weakness, and everlasting salvation; through Jesus 
Christ our Lord. Amen.

May the peace of the Lord Christ go with you, 
      wherever He may send you. 

May He guide you through the wilderness, 
      protect you through the storm. 

May He bring you home rejoicing 
      at the wonders He has shown you.
