Who is wise and understanding among you? Show by 
your good life that your works are done with gentleness 
born of wisdom. But if you have bitter envy and selfish 
ambition in your hearts, do not be boastful and false to 
the truth. Such wisdom does not come down from 
above, but is earthly, unspiritual, devilish. For where 
there is envy and selfish ambition, there will also be 
disorder and wickedness of every kind. But the wisdom 
from above is first pure, then peaceable, gentle, willing 
to yield, full of mercy and good fruits, without a trace of 
partiality or hypocrisy. And a harvest of righteousness is 
sown in peace for those who make peace. Those conflicts 
and disputes among you, where do they come from? Do 
they not come from your cravings that are at war within 
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you? You want something and do not have it; so you 
commit murder. And you covet something and cannot 
obtain it; so you engage in disputes and conflicts. You do 
not have, because you do not ask. You ask and do not 
receive, because you ask wrongly, in order to spend what 
you get on your pleasures. Submit yourselves therefore 
to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. Draw 
near to God, and he will draw near to you.

NICENE CREED           Said by all     BCP, 358 

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker 
of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen. We 
believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, 
eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, Light 
from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not 
made, of one Being with the Father. Through him all 
things were made. For us and for our salvation he came 
down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit he 
became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made 
man. For our sake he was crucified under Pontius 
Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third 
day he rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; he 
ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of 
the Father. He will come again in glory to judge the  

living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end. 
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, 
who proceeds from the Father and the Son. With the 
Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He 
has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in one 
holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge 
one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the 
resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to 
come. Amen.

Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your 
sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you in 
all goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit 
keep you in eternal life. Amen. 

PEACE           All standing, as able. 

The Celebrant then says 

     The peace of the Lord be always with you. 
People  And also with you.  

The Ministers and People greet one another in the 
name of the Lord.

Through Jesus Christ our Lord; who on the first day of 
the week overcame death and the grave, and by his 
glorious resurrection opened to us the way of 
everlasting life.

The people stand or kneel. 
Then the Celebrant continues 

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you 
made us for yourself, and, when we had fallen into sin 
and become subject to evil and death, you, in your 
mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to 
share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to 
reconcile us to you, the God and Father of all. 
He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered 
himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for 
the whole world.  

At the following words concerning the bread, the 
Celebrant is to hold it, or to lay a hand upon it; and at 
the words concerning the cup, to hold or place a hand 
upon the cup and any other vessel containing wine to 
be consecrated. 

On the night he was handed over to suffering and 
death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 
had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his 
disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which is 
given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 
After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had 
given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, "Drink this, 
all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which 
is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness of sins. 
Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of 
me." 
Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith: 

Celebrant and People 
Christ has died. 
Christ is risen. 
Christ will come again. 

The Celebrant continues 
We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O 
Father, in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. 
Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we 
offer you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit 
to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, 
the holy food and drink of new and unending life in 



him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this 
holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and 
peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints 
into the joy of your eternal kingdom. All this we ask 
through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, 
and in him, in the unity of the Holy Spirit all honor and 
glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for 
ever. AMEN.
